Lawful basis for processing your data 
Lawful basis for processing your data is public task.
DBT as a government department has the task of delivering global prosperity by promoting and financing international trade and investment and championing free trade. In that regard, background check of innovators is a direct consequence of DBT’s function to identify innovative entrepreneurs whose businesses are looking to scale up.

Access and Sharing of your data
